NTRP Teams - Men's, Women's / Men's and Women's Senior (over 50) 3.0, 3.5, 4.0, 4.5, 5.0 & Open
divisions, Mixed Doubles 7.0, 8.0, 9.0 & 10.0 Divisions

What:

5-8 person teams - 2 Doubles / 1 Singles format and 3 Doubles format for Mixed and Senior
divisions. Flighted Round Robin draw, all teams will be guaranteed 4 official team matches, with
regular scoring and a match tiebreak for the 3rd set. We may also offer an optional first day practice
round and courts in the late afternoon/early evening, then a pre-tournament captains meeting and a
welcome players party BBQ that first evening. Team and individual prizes will be awarded in each
division. We will be running the tournament using the TDM tennis software which has now been set
up for directing team tournaments events in which all players will have their results recorded and
counted for earn individual NTRP and Open USTA rankings and ratings.

Thursday-Sunday March 4-7, 2010 - Just prior to the Indian Wells ATP/WTA event, the BNP Paribas
Open, which begins the following Monday on March 8th, making this a great opportunity to promote
players coming out to see the professional tournament and while playing in the team championships.

Mission Hills Country Club - recently rated the no. 1 club by the USTA- had 20 hard courts, 4 clay
courts, and 10 grass courts. Mission Hills Country Club in Rancho Mirage, California has previously
hosted the US Davis Cup tie in 2004. It is also the host tournament site for the 800 player Senior
World Tennis Classic in late January. (We will also be using Rancho Las Palmas Resort if
necessary for additional court usage based on registrations).
